So many wonderfully talented and dedicated people have joined forces with us, allowing us to work with others in our community that are also dedicated to making change and enhancing the quality of life here in our own backyard through the visual arts. The impact the NPAC is having on the surrounding North Port Area is astounding! Thank you, Members. It is through your continued membership that NPAC flourishes.

Prior to taking occupancy of our first building, I would estimate the Board of Directors logged approximately 100,000 hours, since 1989. Through the leadership of the Board of Directors over the course of the last 22 years, the Vision of the North Port Art Center has been brought to fruition. It has taken a team of many to accomplish NPAC's "Mission" and "Goals". Often, it has been a thankless job, especially to those who have worked quietly behind the scenes. Thank you to all those who have labored, always keeping the vision fresh, and not growing faint.

Thank you to all who served on the Board of Directors since 1989. This Center is blessed beyond words. NPAC recently received a Grant from the Anna V. Pfister, Nellie Mae Koss and Helen K. Hadden Memorial Endowment Fund, through the Gulf Coast Community Foundation in the amount of $3,553.00 to be used for general purposes. Also "The Woman's Exchange of Sarasota gave us a Grant of $1,000.00 to be used for Art Camp supplies. Thank you, Bonnie Rodgers for pursuing this.

Seventy-five Art Camp Scholarships have been awarded to students through the recommendations of Art Teachers and Guidance Counselors in our community this year. Thank you members and community for helping to raise the funds to accomplish this. What a joy it is to watch these students acquire new creative ideas through the many facetted mediums of visual arts!

Have you been by to see our new face-lift? Thank you, Heron Creek Community Foundation for giving us the Grant of $2,500.00 to create and put in place the beautiful, new, "state of the art" sign and marque. We can now announce events! Thank You, Home Depot for the Grant of $1,000.00 to buy the paint and supplies to paint the main building. Also, a huge Thanks to the volunteers that Home Depot sent. Thank you, City of North Port, and Arborist, Ryan Piper, for planting such beautiful trees. Thank You, DOT for placing signs on Hwy 41, pointing the way to NPAC. Thank you, Rod Haggett for following through on this for 2 years! A perfect example of the work here that could make one weary. Yahoo, Rod, you never gave up.

Thank you to Faith First Home School Group and 4-H of North Port, for planting our new "Butterfly Garden".

Thank you, Mia Schober-King, new Web Master, for our new face-lift on the Web and our "Newsletter". I am ever amazed at the quality and professionalism of our members! What talent!

Do you realize over 7,000 people have viewed our Gallery in the last 7 months? We have logged in over 7,000 volunteer on-site hours since the first of the year.  Eight Thousand off-site hours have also been accounted for. 

Over 600 children have received free art classes since the second week of February. We will teach 1,600 students for free from a Grant from the Community Foundation of Sarasota County in the amount of $2,500.

An all day Board Retreat at the Hermitage Artist Retreat in Englewood was scheduled the end of June. Thank you to Hermitage Director Bruce Rodgers for letting us use the beautiful Hermitage. NPAC is blessed to have a dedicated working Board of Directors that are thinking toward the future, helping to build protocols and establish guidelines to sustain our rapid growth. Every Board Member chairs a committee or 2 or 3 or 4… you get the point.

Our next General meeting will be Monday, September 12 at 7 pm. Jeff Davis will be our demonstrating artist. His medium will be Pastels. The September meeting is also when new nominations will be made for the Board of Directors from the floor. After candidates are interviewed by the Nominating Committee, a voting ballot will be given at the December 12, General Meeting at 7 pm. Members will vote.

Our greatest current and future need is to increase the money in our Endowment Fund. NPAC can draw 4% of the interest annually from this fund. The Endowment Fund has been established through the Gulf Coast Community Foundation. They manage this fund and also are printing 5,000 Brochures explaining the purpose of the Endowment Fund. Through this Fund, we will build a strong foundation to achieve our future goals, assuring that the NPAC will be here for future generations. A letter to encourage future donors for the North Port Art Center is available here at the Center. The letter was created to complement the Endowment Brochure. If you know of anyone who would like to invest in the future of NPAC, whether an individual, such as yourself, an organization, or an entrepreneur, we would be thrilled to get this information to you. NPAC is a non-profit 501(c)3 organization. All donations are tax deductible.
