Dear Members,

We continue to offer the use of a room at the  North Port Art Center for meetings by non-profits, when available, as a service to the Community. Even though the buildings and property belong to the City of North Port, NPAC is responsible for all utilities, insurance, accounting costs, taxes, office & art supplies, and salaries for our part-time staff.   Several Foundations have sponsored and supported the NPAC activities these past years through grants and also individual persons have donated money for our needs. 

30% of sales of artwork in the NPAC gallery, gift shop, art-in-public places, classes, and membership fees go to maintain the Center. The Board and Executive Director wish to continue the several art classes for adults and children, the 8-week Art Camp, more Free Kids Saturday classes, Art Therapy classes, Giclée reproduction service, ‘Where Community and Art Meet’ for non-profits, cultural art displays and demonstrations and fundraisers. The North Port Art Center is giving to the Community with much of it not bringing in money to pay the bills.

This is a very busy place! We always need more volunteers, as we keep expanding our services to the Community.

The next art show is the artist’s interpretation of  “Kaleidoscope” due August 27, 10am-1p.m.; and an Invitational Show: New 2010-2011 Members (one piece $5 fee). Work on your submissions now!
